The Christmas trees are up and school has that special buzz and feeling of excitement and expectation with all the children and staff looking forward to Christmas.

The children have been working hard, rehearsing and learning their lines to entertain you and learn new songs ready for the Christingle service which is at St Johns Church for KS2 and here in school for KS1.

Mr Rush a local Stanground Councillor and PCSO Shabir have judged the Anti-Bullying Competition and the prizes for Key Stage 2 were awarded last week. On Friday this week the Key Stage 1 winners will be rewarded. The winning posters will be displayed around school.

Can I thank all the parents who telephone school to report their child’s absence from school. It is really important that we are aware why they are not in school as our registers are electronic and can be viewed by the Attendance Service at any time.

As you are aware parents who take their children on holiday in term time are issued with a Penalty Notice and are fined. Parents can now be fined if their child is recorded as having ten unauthorised absences in any eight week period. Children arriving late after the close of registers are marked as unauthorised. This will now have a huge impact on parents being fined. We have recently installed a machine that is linked to our registers that records the time children arrive late at school. Please be aware that this could result in parents receiving fines in the future if the number of late arrivals exceeds the legal limit. It is now extremely important that you have evidence of any medical appointments taken in school hours.
Thank you also to all the parents that park in our designated ‘Park & Stride’ car parks. I understand that the Glatton Drive Car Park is extremely busy and I would therefore ask parents that if the car park is full then you drive to the Community Centre ‘Park & Stride’ which is less well used. Residents in the area around Glatton Drive are sometimes unable to access their own driveways and it has resulted in some complaints. There is no difference in the walking time from either car park and both are safe routes with no roads for the children to cross.

I have been made aware by Peterborough City Council that due to complaints from residents about parking in unauthorised areas the unmarked camera car has been monitoring parking issues and four people have been booked and will receive parking penalties as a result. Please therefore park in the designated parking areas to ensure that everyone remains safe.

I have been made aware that children are arriving on the school site very early in the mornings. Please be aware that the playgrounds are not supervised until 8.40am when staff are then on duty welcoming the children and ensuring that they are in the classroom for registration at 8.50am.
I also need to remind parents that the children should not be bringing balls onto the school grounds as parents and very young children are accessing the playground and children charging around and kicking balls are a danger to everyone delivering children to the entrances of school.

Please continue to encourage your child to scoot or cycle to school to reduce traffic congestion. We have noticed that we do have more children travelling sustainably on a Tuesday when two cycles or scooters are locked with a ‘Golden Lock’. If you find your bike locked please pop to the office to collect the key to unlock the chain and collect a small prize.
