Welcome to Octobers edition of the Sports Newsletter. We have had a busy month of Sport with some children being lucky enough to represent the school in external competitions. Below are the highlights of the past month.
Two of the Year 4 classes have been making good use of the deep water pool at Stanground Academy this month. They enjoy a weekly swimming slot over at the Academy in which they develop their water confidence, stroke technique and enjoyment for the sport itself. We are lucky enough to have a qualified swimming teacher in the water with the children who find swimming particularly daunting. The confidence of the children is instantly noticeable when watching these sessions and they all leave with a big smile on their faces after each lesson. 
Our Rugby and Basketball clubs that have been run with Key Sports Coaching have been popular this half term and the children have thoroughly enjoyed them each week and they are very lucky to have had the time of the specialised coaches for these sessions. 
The Year 5/6 Football teams are taking part in a Football League organised through our link with Stanground Academy. The boys and girls involved in these teams have had some excellent results so far. There have been some great goals from Kallum, Jack and Cameron to name a few as well as Marcus and Lucas making some brilliant saves as Goalkeepers. Mr Eddings has very kindly been giving up his time at lunch to allow the football teams to practice twice a week, the children’s hard work during these practices is clearly paying off and we look forward to the league continuing in November. The teams are currently 1st and 5th in the league out of 9 teams taking part. 
Through our partnership with Stanground Academy we are able to provide professional development support to teachers throughout school. This month classes in Reception have benefitted from a Sports Coach supporting their PE lessons focussing on multi-skills, Year 4 have enjoyed Hockey activities from a specialised coach and Year 6 receive coaching on a Friday afternoon for a variety of activities including the theory of PE. 
Reception and Year 1 classes took part in balance bike lessons provided by an external company called Lilley’s Cycling. This was a fantastic opportunity for the children, allowing them to work on their confidence on bicycles as well as core skills of PE such as balance and co-ordination.
