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Mr Roekke has an estimated wealth of £1.6 

billion. 

"I want to give back to society the bulk of what 

I've earned," he said in an interview with a 

local newspaper. "This ship is a part of that." 

The research vessel will have a crew of 30, with 

space for up to 60 science staff and some 

laboratories. It will remove from the water and 

melt up to five tons of plastic a day, the 

newspaper reported.

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Surfer survives 32 hours at sea 
Matthew Bryce, who is 22 and from Scotland, 

had not been seen since he set off to go surfing 

off the Argyll coast on Sunday morning. Belfast 

Coastguard said he had been in the water since 

11.30am on Sunday and was found at 7.30pm on 

Monday, he was found by a helicopter after 32 

hours in the sea. 

A spokeswoman said Mr Bryce, who was wearing 

a wetsuit, was hypothermic and had been taken 

to hospital in Belfast. He was said to be 

recovering well. 

Dawn Petrie, from the coastguard, said, "He was 

extremely lucky. Hope was fading of finding the 

surfer safe and well after such a long period in 

the water and with nightfall approaching we 

were gravely concerned. But at 7.30pm tonight, 

the crew on the coastguard rescue helicopter 

were delighted when they located the man still 

with his surf board and 13 miles off the coast.”
